Meeting minutes for April 02, 2019
Present - Jeff Pierce (Chairman), Stacy Barnes, Linda Biden, Jay Cummings, Steve Stone and Dan Hanley.

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m.   The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of February 19, 2019  – (Due to the lack of business, no meetings were held in March.)  Dan made a motion to accept the minutes as written; Stacy seconded the motion which passed by show of hands of those present and voting.
ITEM #2 –   Old Business – a.)  Jeff said we will probably have Mr. Davis starting work on his Solar Ridge Subdivision on Calls' Hill Road soon.  Jay asked if he has sold any of the lots.  Jeff explained that he has to have the road and some other things done before he can sell any.  He will also be doing it in phases that he had shown on his plans indicating segments of lot sales from 3 lots to 7 lots.  Steve asked if it is he has a time frame.  Jeff said no, he just said it would be sometime this Spring.  He'll need t ohave the road, power, etc. and have sign off from the CEO before beginning the next stages.
b.)  Calista Vista – Steve asked if we have to discuss this knowing the circumstances.  Jeff said he only mentions it because we oftentimes have one of the owners who request info from the PB.  Jeff then explained how they could actually handle the situation themselves to get rid of the subdivision or if they wanted to make changes that would allow them to come before the PB, but none of them seem to want to move on that.
c.)  Eastern River Child Care – Ms. Lavallee has been approved and has all her required permits, so the Select Board approved her business permit at their meeting last night.
d.)  City of Bath – Earthmoving on Calls' Hill Road – Dan had asked if we knew what they were doing.  Jeff said they have been working the pit about 100' from the Wiscasset line. They are extracting any winter sand they may have there as they have had a shortfall for what they need to work with.  They filed the permit with the CEO so we would be aware of what they're doing.
e.)  Dick Condon gravel pit – Mr. Condon is selling his pit on the Ludwig Road.  He got approximately 35 loads out of the whole thing.  Some land that was thought to belong to Andy Krechkin actually belongs to abutting landowner, Bill Waters.
ITEM #3 - New Business -  Whereas we don't have much business at this time, Jeff made a motion to only meet on the first Tuesday of each month, but keep the third Tuesday in case we do have any projects or other business that may come up.  Dan seconded the motion, which was approved unanimously by all those present and voting.
ITEM #4 – Other Business – None, but Jeff did mention that if anyone would have the chance to look over our ordinances, it would be a good time to do that and if there are any that may need to be updated or deleted, this could be discussed at our meeting.  
ITEM #5 – Adjournment – Dan motioned; Linda seconded.  So voted at 7:00 p.m.
