Meeting minutes for Monday, December 16, 2019
Present - Jeff Pierce, Dan Hanley, Jay Cummings, Linda Biden, Peter Elvin, Steve Stone and Russell Peckham.

Others present – Shari Lilly (recording secretary).

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m.   The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of October 21, 2019 – (No meetings were held in November.)  Russell motioned to accept as written;  Linda seconded.  Motion approved by show of hands of those present and voting.
ITEM #2 – Old Business –  a.) Gravel Pit Ordinance -  Violation – The Appeals' Board will meet tomorrow at 6:30 p.m. to begin the appeal request by Heather Beasley.  The BOA is looking for someone to fill a vacancy if any of us know someone who might be interested.
b.)  Calista's Vista – Joseph Lemar -  Although we didn't have any response to the certified letter we sent to Mr. Lemar, the Selectboard was going to send one to him in regard oto the issues that had been presented.  The 'Common Area' is now tax-acquired.  The real estate listings are now showing al the property for sale. Jeff said it could be the selectboard is waiting to see what is going to happen with the properties before the town takes possession of the Common Area.  If the town does take it, it would be taken from all the property owners there.  Linda asked if the town wants it and what would they do with it?  Jeff said the only thing they might do is to have it for access for hunting.  Peter asked what the taxes are.  Jeff thinks maybe $2,000. to $3,000.  Some are 1 ½ acres and a couple of the lots may be around 2 acres.  Mr. Lemar is selling it all.  Russell said it's probably because it's part of the whole package.  Jeff said the agent, Ms. Cromwell, is selling the property known as the 'Common Area' and is also advertising that trailers (mobile homes) can be put on the land, but Jeff advised her that they can't due to the CUP covenants, but she said it's not on the paperwork.  Steve feels the 'Common Area' is going to be the big issue since it has become tax-acquired.  It could be solved easier by working with some land lawyers.  Dan mentioned someone he had talked to was interested in it.  He is a land developer and has wolked the property twice.  Jeff said as far as he knows, he hasn't contacted anyone yet.  Jeff added that it could be an issue with the wetland and the DEP violations.  It could be hard to sell the properties due to the issues going on with it.  This issue will be taken off the agenda unless we have something come up in regard to this.   
ITEM #3 –  New Business – None.
ITEM #4 –  Other Business –  a.)  Jay asked if there had been a solution to the neighbor and the car repair at Mr. Amirault.  Jeff said he hasn't heard anything so it must be okay.
b.)  Steve asked if the folks looking to purchase the property on Dinsmore Lane owned by the Kenney's had been taken care of.  Jef said the purchaser's lawyer was waiting to hear from the Homeowners' Association for approval and the owners are now preparing to sell.
c.)  Dan asked if the town is going to purchase the Baker property (540 Gardiner Rd.).  Jeff said they are trying to and have put in a bid.  With what the town has made from tax-acquired property sales, they won't need to take any from general fund or other funds.
d.)  Do we want to meet on the first Monday in January (Jan.06)?  Members agreed they would NOT unless we have any business.  They added that they would meet on January 20 Only if we have business at that time.  Jeff said we should have an organizational meeting on Monday February 03.  Russell asked if we don't have an important matter, can we just get updates or FYI instead of a meeting.  Jeff said that would be okay.  Als, if there may be an ordinance we may want to discuss for any changes, we would meet for that.  We will only meet if we have business, but we will meet the first Monday in Feb.  It was then decided that at this time, we don't have a lot going on so we'll only meet once a month unless we have an ongoing project.
ITEM #5 - – Adjournment – Dan motioned; Linda seconded.  So voted at 7:03 p.m.
