Meeting minutes for February 05, 2019
Present - Jeff Pierce, Stacy Barnes, Linda Biden, Dan Hanley and Steve Stone.  

Others present – Bill Stewart (rep. Janet Stewart – applicant), Jessica Clifford (LCNews) and Shari Lilly (recording secretary).

Absent –  Jay Cummings and Russell Peckham. 

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.  He welcomed Steve Stone to the Board.  He will be finishing the term left by Misty Parker.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of January 15, 2019  – Whereas we don't have enough of the members here who were present at that meeting, we will table this until next meeting.
ITEM #2 – Janet Stewart  – Bill Stewart will be representing her on this project.  He explained the plans are to convert the front half of the former Meetinghouse Market store/restaurant to be used for Commercial space for renting as the first phase and then convert the other half of the building into multi-unit apartment rentals as phase two (2).  He can do away with egress issues by putting in a sprinkler system.  Jeff noted he has a copy of the property deed, the tax map, site plan showing entrances, parking, signs, the existing mobile homes and the garage. He has also included a concept drawing for phase 2 indicating he will take up some of the pavement and have an impervious area to help with drainage.  He will show on his diagram the Commercial versus the Residential and the bathroom areas, etc.
Linda asked about the second floor area – Mr. Stewart said it would remain as an apartment. She then asked how many acres are there and was told 5.5

Stacy & Dan did not have any questions at this time.  
The septic system was done in 2005 when the building was remodeled for the store/restaurant.  Jeff said the two mobile homes behind the building were there when the building was purchased.
Steve asked if the 2 apartments are already there.  Mr Stewart said no, these would be new additions.  Steve said it would then go from Commercial with 2 units to Commercial with 3 units.  He wonders if we have to address some of these questions with egress, etc. or if that's for the CEO.  Jeff said Mr. Stewart would have to work with the CEO.  The design will have to meet the codes intended for that design.  Steve then noted that we shouldn't have to consider the septic as it was put in for the number of patrons not the number of rooms.  Jeff said no, we just have to do our due diligence to make sure we have covered our points.  With mention of a possible day care in the Commercial section, Jeff said those are guided under the rules and regulations of DHHS.  
Jeff asked if the members feel this application is complete enough to schedule a site walk with what we have here for information and paperwork.  Steve asked if Mr. Stewart would have a more deliniated and clearer design for those who may attend the site walk and public hearing.  Jeff said he could stake it out in case there is snow on the ground so we would have a type of visual.  If he starts the Commercial part first, he should mark that off first.  
Jeff then made a motion to accept the application as complete; Linda seconded and the vote carried unanimously by a show of hands.  

We will have the site walk on Sunday, February 17th at 10:00 a.m. at the location and the public hearing will be held at our regular meeting on Tuesday, February 19th. at 6:30 p.m. Mr. Stewart will need to make sure to work with the CEO to have everything done properly for each permit – Phase 1 & Phase 2.  Linda asked if he doesn't have everything and we have to reschedule, who would pay for the next time?  Jeff said that is all on the applicants.  Linda then said that he should want to be sure to have everything this time around.
Jeff gave Mr. Stewart a list of business types that would have to come back to the PB for approval.  It would be up to those who want to rent the space if they need to come to us. 
ITEM #3 - Old Business – a.)  Eastern River Child Care – Ms. Lavallee was issued a CUP (Conditional Use Permit) on Dec. 05, 2018.  However, the town has foreclosed on the property that she has been renting, so the town will be asking her to leave.  There will be no insurance on the building and they will be locking the doors.  Also, Ms. Lavallee hasn't gotten all her required permits from the State as far as we know, but Jeff will check with the CEO otherwise he will have to talk to her about it.  She has been having kids get off the bus there, but he's not sure if they are her family or not.  If she is operating as a child care facility without proper permits, we will need to pull her CUP.  Jeff motioned to do so, Dan seconded.  Motion approved by all.  He will find out for sure and let the members know.
b.)  Calista's Vista – We are not going to do anything until someone there figures a way to work it out or the town takes the property.  There are four (4) other people who own property there besides Joe Lemar who owns the other 13 lots, but there are taxes owed by all of the owners as they each have a deed to the Common Area which they haven't been paying the taxes on.  We don't have any other information about it.  Should be interesting.

ITEM #6– Adjournment – Dan motioned; Linda seconded.  So voted at 7:15 p.m.
