Meeting minutes for July 17, 2018
Present - Jeff Pierce, Dan Hanley, Jay Cummings Stacy Barnes, Linda Biden, Misty Parker and Russell Peckham.

Others present – James Valley (CEO), Cindy Cummings (resident) and Shari Lilly (recording secretary).

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of June 19, 2018 – Dan motioned to accept as written; Stacy seconded.  So voted by show of hands.
ITEM #2 – Old Business – Past the bottle redemption on Middle Road a shed has been moved in.  There is a port-a-pot rented from Blow Brothers.  Toys and outdoor furniture scattered in the yard.  

At 1088 Middle Road there is a mobile home with no power or septic.  However, the power was in a couple of weeks ago.  Question if they are living in there as thee are tents & storage stuff outside.  Believes members remember it.  There isn't a well on site.  No mention of the garage on Gardiner Road.
ITEM #3 – New Business – Business permit ordinance.  James feels the 1989 ordinance needs to have a language change.  The PB does what they always do which is provide the Conditional Use Permit.  Then the Select Board would be the ones to issue the business permit.  This should clear things up. Update the permit language and permit fees.  Jeff doesn't feel it's anything for the PB but James is just amending the 1989 permit.  Jeff suggested having two (2) public hearings.  James suggested having it go to the town attorney first, then have public hearings.  Jeff said the Board can move to accept it tonight, have it gone over, do a final review of it, have a public hearing for us, then a public hearing prior to going to a special town meeting or the annual town meeting. James said it would have to have the Select Board approval too.  A motion to pass this on to the town attorney was made which Misty seconded.  Motion carried by a show of hands.  
b.)  Building Code – UBC (Uniform Building Code) – In communities having less than a 4000 population, this does not have to be put into effect.  As Dresden is far less than the required population, the town voted not to use the UBC.  James said we cannot have the building codes in our ordinances unless we have it.  He cannot enforce many of the Land Use Ordinances in regard to building codes.  He took out some of them as Dresden could have legal issues if someone wanted to push it.  James and Jeff said we need to have some type of building codes.  Jeff suggested checking into the 'Life Safety' which he said the Selectboard could choose to use this.  This is something that can be used as some sort of standards if we don't have the UBC.  If we can use the Life Safety, it doesn't have to be written into the ordinances.  This is an option that can be acceptable to the Selectboard.  Portions of UBC mirror the Life Safety.  James has brought changes he suggests to make to our Land Use Ordinaces.  Copies were given to all PB members.  James noted that BOCA code was also used by Doug Gray from the State.  James is supposed to get a lot of info to Jeff as to what can be put into our permit process.  This can be a good reference for James to go back to.  Jeff said the members can go over this info from James and by our next meeting, we should have the rest from Doug so we can discuss this more.  Linda asked if they have to have 2 or 3 inspections, would this affect James?  James said it wouldn't affect him as much as UBC would.  He doesn't want it to be a part of the ordinance, but would be good as a policy.  Jeff said we would have to change the ordinances now and remove the building code, but set this as a Standard Building Policy.  James said that would be perfect that way – not in the ordinances.  We'll wait to see what info we get from Doug as he is the person from the State who helps small towns like ours, then forward the info to Jeff.  We would like to have discussions on this at a few meetings.  James will have the Business Permit amendment go to the attorney after he gives it to the Selectboard.  Jeff said if anyone has any ideas or comments on the Building Codes, write them down for discussion.  He would also like to have foundations included.  
ITEM #4 - Other Business – Linda & Jeff Biden's Barn – to – Storage project is coming along nicely.

ITEM #5– Adjournment –Russell motioned; Dan seconded.  So voted at 7:15 p.m.
