Meeting minutes for Monday, July 01, 2019
Present - Jeff Pierce, Dan Hanley, Jay Cummings, Linda Biden, and Steve Stone.

Russell Peckham was absent.  There is one vacancy to be filled.

Others present – Andrew Spicer (Applicant), Cindy Cummings (resident) and Shari Lilly (recording secretary).

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m.   The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of May 21, 2019 (no quorum on June 18) – Dan motioned to accept as written; Jay seconded.  So voted by show of hands with one abstention.
ITEM #2 – Andrew Spicer – Preapplication – Proposed Impound yard for his towing business – 406 Middle Road – Map 06, Lot 021 – General Use District.
Mr. Spicer has a towing business at his residence.  He is affiliated with AAA, but in order to get involved with Lincoln County requests for towing disabled vehicles he needs to have an impound yard to store the vehicles until they are either processed or taken elsewhere.  Mr. Spicer passed out his project packet to all members.  
Steve asked how many vehicles he would plan to have at one time.  Mr. Spicer said he would be able to store up to 20, but usually it would be 10.  Steve then asked how long they would be stored.  Mr. Spicer said it would depend on the situation – if it is driveable, or goes for repairs or is an insurance issue.  He doesn't plan to have them long.
Mr. Spicer said any fluids would be drained at the scene.
Jeff asked if he plans to have a base such as with poly to contain any excess fluids.  Mr. Spicer said he was thinking more of a fabric/filter type.  He doesn't think the poly would work as it may spread the fluids.  Jeff feels he has a good idea as to what would work best.  Dan said sometimes they use barrels for containment.  A 'diaper' set up could be used to absorb the fluids.  Steve said BIW had a system that didn't contain the fluids to the DEP specs and ended up costing a lot of money, so it is important as to what would work best.  
Jeff suggested to Mr. Spicer that he look up 'Best Management Practices' for this from the DEP website.
All Board members are very pleased with Mr. Spicer's project design.  Jeff asked if he plans to put up a sign.  Mr. Spicer said he would like to have one out towards the Middle Road.  He will take out some of the existing trees, will reseed and do some landscaping.
Jeff asked the distance it is from his neighbor to the north.  Mr. Spicer said he thinks it's about 30'.  Jeff suggested that 40' would be a good distance for the impound yard.  His roadway can go right up to the property line.  However, it was then suggested to stay 35' from the line.  

Jeff said he does need to show a deed for the property (he didn't have it available tonight).  

The secretary will do a site walk/public hearing notice for all abutters to be sent right out. 

Jeff asked his plan for a culvert; size.  Mr. Spicer feels a two foot (2') will be good since the area only has seasonal runoff.  It will probably be a 16' to 20' wide driveway.

Right now, we just need a title on the application.  
Dan made a motion that this application is complete; Linda seconded.  Jeff reminded him that he would need to have his deed and DEP Best Management Practices for vehicle storage.  The members then voted in favor of the motion.

A site walk will be held on Monday, July 15, at 5:30 p.m. with the public hearing being held at the PB meeting at 6:30 p.m. in Pownalborough Hall.
Mr. Spicer said the CEO mentioned something about a driveway permit from DOT.  Jeff said it shouldn't matter as he already has one from when the house was built.  He can ask DOT as he plans to flare it out, but Jeff said he shouldn't have to since he's not doing anything different.  They may have to put up a 'Trucks Entering' sign as a caution.  The Board commended Mr. Spicer on having a very well done project plan and reminded him of bringing the deed to the site walk/public hearing.
ITEM #3 Old Business –  Marijuana Discussions – It was motioned that future discussions be tabled for now.  All members approved.  Steve asked if the rules that were signed by the Govenor will go in to effect.  Jeff said they're still working on the draft.
ITEM #4 – New Business – Jeff has been receiving calls from people who want to grow marijuana, etc.  He told them that Dresden has opted-out for now so we can't act on it.
ITEM #5 - Other Business – None.

ITEM #6 – Adjournment – Dan motioned; Linda seconded.  So voted at 7:15 p.m.
