Meeting minutes for June 05, 2018
Present - Jeff Pierce, Dan Hanley, Stacy Barnes, Linda Biden, Russell Peckham and Jay Cummings.

Misty Parker was absent due to another commitment.

Others present – George Labar (applicant), Karl Olson (site planner for George Labar), Jeff Biden (applicant), Cindy Cummings (resident) and Shari Lilly (recording secretary).

Jeff opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

He then requested to waive the order of the agenda as Mr. Olson needed to leave for a while.  All members were in agreement.  

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of May 15, 2018 – Linda noted that the minutes reference that Mr. Davis would be putting in the septic (along with roadway, etc.).  However, this was incorrect as it would be decided by each homeowner since it isn't known at this time as to how many bathrooms would be put into the individual homes.  With that being the only correction, Russell motioned to accept with amendment; Linda seconded.  So voted by show of hands.
ITEM #3 – Jeff Biden – 29 Hunter Road – Map R-06, Lot 018 – RLD - proposed conversion of existing cattle barn into storage unit -  Jeff requested that Mr. Biden give a summary of his project.  Mr. Biden said he has an existing cattle barn that is no longer being used for cattle so he would like to convert it into storage.  It already has three (3) walls, so he would put up a fourth to enclose it.  He wouldn't need any septic or other amenities so there wouldn't be any other changes.  Jay asked if it is dirt floor, but was told it is concrete. PB member, Linda Biden would be a co-owner so she asked the board members if they wanted her to recuse herself from this project.  All members were in agreement that Linda would be impartial and therefore will be able to be involved with the discussions and decision of the Board.  
Dan asked if there is any electric.  Mr. Biden said there is, but it is off grid.
Jeff asked if he has an application made out.  Mr. Biden does, but he doesn't have it with him tonight.  Jeff then asked if he has any pictures.  Mr. Biden does, but Jeff said they really aren't necessary.  Jeff then noted that Mr. Biden has paid his application fee.  The barn has been there for more than ten (10) years.  Jeff said the Board could have the CEO make sure it is compliant with our ordinances or we could have Mr. Biden bring his application to the Board and then schedule a site walk, etc.  He mentioned that as there is already another storage facility (Eastern River Marine Service) in the same area, this wouldn't be anything out of the ordinary.  After discussion, Russell made a motion, Dan seconded, to pass this project on to the CEO for assurance of compliance with the ordinances and then we will sign off on the Biden General Storage Project.  Mr. Biden will meet with the CEO.  The Secretary will make sure the minutes are there for referencing by the CEO. 
Return to the order of the agenda.
ITEM #2 – George Labar – 18 Penibagos Trail – Map R-06, Lot 061 – Village District – Division of property -  Mr. Labar has proposed to divide his property which was part of a subdivision.  He was required to come to the PB for approval.  He has met all the requirements that were previously requested by the Board.  He has shown the large plot plan paper indicating where the lot would be divided with his daughter.  His site developer (Karl Olson) had to leave to get some papers for the Board.  Jeff hopes that Mr. Olson brings the map of the entire area (including the previous subdivision site) as we are separating this and need to see the entire property area as we would be adding another lot to that subdivision.  Mr. Olson was supposed to have that so we could show the division and the original subdivision map as the original has been registered at the Lincoln County Registrar of Deeds.  Mr. Olson returned with the Mylars and paper copies, but he doesn't have the requested diagram of the previous subdivision which should include the new division.  Mr. Olson said he has never had to do it like that.  He said he can include a reference to it through the Registrar of Deeds.  
Jeff asked if the members want to do it that way.  All members feel it would be acceptable to have him include a reference when he records it at Lincoln County Registrar.  Jeff motioned approval of accepting the map as shown at this meeting; seconded by Linda; all approved by show of hands.
Mr. Labar told the Board that the homeowners on his road want to change the name of their road from Penibagos Trail to Choke Cherry Lane for obvious reasons (especially spelling, pronunciation and location description).  It would make it a lot easier for everyone.  He wondered how to go about making the change.  Jeff told him to go to the Town Office to request the change.  The homeowners would then need to notify the State Police, Post Office, Fire Department, EMS, etc.  
ITEM #4 – Old Business – a.)  In regard to questions about people occupying structures possibly illegally, Shari had received word from the CEO that the man on Gardiner Road with a container on the property is using that as a storage/workshop.  He has a tent he is staying in, a composting toilet and has a permit to construct a 500 sq. ft. Yurt, so he is in compliance with the ordinances.  The CEO will check into the question of the apparent 'shed' living on Middle Road and 'garage living' on Gardiner Road.  He needed to have the minutes stating the questionable areas in order to check them out.
b.) Jeff said that Calista's Vista is up for sale at a price of $109,000. (including any legal issues, etc.)  As we had previously requested information from the Town Attorney as to whether we can dissolve the subdivision, Jeff will check in with her to see where we stand.
ITEM #5 – New Business – none.
ITEM #6 - Other Business – none.
ITEM #7 – Adjournment – Russell motioned; Linda seconded.  So voted at 7:15 p.m.
