Meeting minutes for Monday, September 16, 2019

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m.   The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of September 16, 2019 – Dan motioned to accept as written; Russell seconded.  Motion approved by show of hands of those present and voting.
ITEM #2 – Old Business –  a.) Calista's Vista – Joseph Lemar -  As voted by the Board, a certified letter was sent to Mr. Lemar indicating the concerns in regard to possible violations that he needs to address as he is trying to sell the property.  On September 27th, Mr. Lemar signed for the certified letter, but, so far, Jeff hasn't heard anything from him.  Nor has our CEO.  The for sale signs are still in place which he can do, but he needs to change the listing information to include all the issues with the property.  Jeff will talk to the realtor, Julie Cromwell, to see if she has been informed about everything.  He has talked to DEP and they will see if they can find the file since they have moved their offices.  However, the previous violations will follow with the property owner, so it will be up to him to make corrections.  Linda said he may be talking to a lawyer, so he may not be ready to see us.  The Board will give him until the next meeting to contact us or Jeff will contact him again.  Dan asked Jeff if he had heard from the man that Dan had previously said had walked the area and was interested in it ,even knowing the issues, Dan had suggested he contact Jeff with his questions.  Jeff said he hasn't heard from anyone.  Jeff noted that it would be fairly easy to rectify the situation if someone wanted to take the time.  He also reminded everyone that some of the proprty is tax-acquired by the town.  Prior to the next meeting we will see if Ms. Cromwell has changed the listing information.  Steve said there's really nothing we can do other than what we have so far and by notifying the realtor.  Then it's up to her to make the changes if she wants to protect her license.  Also, it would be good for DEP to update the file.
ITEM #3 –  New Business – Gravel Pit Ordinance -  A gravel pit owner (Heather Beasley) has begun an appeal on a Stop-Work order given by the CEO for a violation of digging in the wrong area.  Ms. Beasley's lawyer contends there are two (2) gravel pits and both are grandfathered.  However, Russel said there shouldn't be any grandfathering of the ordinances.  All members were given information on the issue and are asked to read all the information given to them in case this comes to the Board in the future.  Steve mentioned that the 1942 GS sheets may be a good source to look over.
ITEM #4 –  Other Business –  None.
