Meeting minutes for Monday, October 21, 2019

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m.   The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of October 07, 2019 – Russell motioned to accept as written;  Dan seconded.  Motion approved by show of hands of those present and voting.
ITEM #2 – Old Business –  a.) Gravel Pit Ordinance -  The Selectboard has requested that the PB members review the violations for the Beasley-Ballard Gravel Pit which is scheduled to be heard by the Appeals' Board for a stop-work order, etc.  Our town attorney contacted Jeff and said it would be improper for the PB to do the review as the case will be going to the Appeals' Board, is in litigation and anything we may discuss or decide annot be put into the record.  With this information, the members voted to table this matter until further notice.
b.)  Calista's Vista – Joseph Lemar -  A certified letter was sent to Mr. Lemar on September 16th. This was in regard to the DEP violation and other issues of non-compliance of covenants.  On September 27th, Mr. Lemar signed for the certified letter, but, he still hasn't contacted Jeff or the town office.    Jeff had spoken to the real estate agent who was listing the properties for sale to give her the information about what has been going on.  Apparently, Ms. Cromwell was not advised of the situation by Mr. Lemar, but has since taken down the listings from her website.  Jeff would like to request the CEO and Selectboard to verify that the stipulations in regard to 'No building or plumbing permits can be issued until the road & power are installed' as per the CUP. The Land Use Ordinances alone should cover these issues.  He wants to draft a letter to the CEO and Selectboard to ask that they reaffirm the DEP violations is still in effect, as well as CUP for the subdivision for the following reasons:


1.) No engineered roadway has been created as was required by the covenants.


2.) No electrical power has been installed as was required by the original CUP.


3.) No road maintenance agreement has been developed.


4.) DEP Violation #13071 dated 07/08/2006 is still in effect – when will this be taken care of and how 
   
     will it be addressed?


5.) Has a homeowners association been re-established?

We just want the Selectboard and CEO to make sure these are put into establishment, by reaffirming that they will back up the covenants that were already in place.  Once Mr. Lemar sets up his Association, since he is the primary owner, he could make the necessary changes.  Peter noted that this would be a fairly simple solution which would benefit everyone.  Jeff said Mr. Lemar may also choose to go to the Board of Appeals for a variance.  The PB could then do a “finding of facts” for them.  A letter will be drafted, emailed to all members for final approval.  Once it is ready, the members can go to the town office to do their final signing.
ITEM #3 –  New Business – None.
ITEM #4 –  Other Business –  As the Hall will be used to set up for voting on the date of our next scheduled meeting in November, it was voted to cancel and meet on the third Monday which will be November 18 
ITEM #5 - – Adjournment – Peter motioned; Russell seconded.  So voted at 7:00 p.m.
