Meeting minutes for Sept. 18, 2018
Present - Jeff Pierce, Dan Hanley, Jay Cummings, Stacy Barnes, Linda Biden, Misty Parker and Russell Peckham.  

Others present – Allan Moeller (3rd Selectman), Richard Condon, Mr. Darby (his bonding agent) and Shari Lilly (recording secretary).

Jeff opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

ITEM #1 – Review minutes of September 04, 2018 – Dan motioned to accept as written; Stacy seconded.  So voted by show of hands with two (2) abstentions.
ITEM #2 – Richard Condon – Road Bond – The Selectboard met last night in regard to the road bond that had been imposed on Mr. Condon's gravel pit located on Ludwig Road.  Jeff was in attendance and made suggestions to the Board.  He said it would be a good idea to have this explained with more clarity as to the use of the road by other trucks.  Third Selectman, Allan Moeller, representing the Road Commissioners, said Mr. Condon has complied by all the conditions he was given as he said he would.  Allan doesn't feel there would be a lot of traffic other than Mr. Condon's and that the logging guy that was there is gone so there shouldn't be an issue with that.  The Town did pay to have the entrance to the Ludwig Road paved and Mr. Condon has put some new turnouts in places.  Allan mentioned the turnouts may be soft so if Mr. Condon has to put more gravel in, he will help with grading.  He wants to help Mr. Condon as best he can.  As to distances, the PB will let the road commissioners handle that.  Linda noted that the Swift's had mentioned they had put money into the road when they moved there and wants to know if it gets ruined by the trucks, will Mr. Condon be responsible if his trucks damage it.  Jeff said we are primarily concerned with the new parts, but is sure Mr. Condon will be mindful of it.  The bond just makes sure the road will be fixed. 
Questions by the Board – Linda asked if it would be the whole $25,000.00.  Yes, up to where it is town maintained.  Mr. Condon assured everyone that he would fix any damages that the Road Commissioners find (in a timely manner).  Jeff explained the reason for coming to this decision.  The PB has already done their work, but this is to make sure everyone is in agreement as to this situation.  Allan suggested going back to July 01, which was agreeable with all.  
ITEM #3 - Old Business – Ordinance changes – We can institute BOCA 101.  It was suggested that we seek counsel, so Jessica (our town attorney) will check it out for us first.  Issues of concern are:


1.)  Inspection of Foundations


2.)  Hard framing


3.)  Occupancy Safety

The hope is to be able to add these three to the BOCA 101.
ITEM #4 – New Business – Jeff said that it looks like Ken & Wanda Chase are going to move forward with the plans they discussed with us a few weeks ago in regard to purchasing property on the Middle Road to build a multi-family unit.   Russell said he thought areas couldn't be clear-cut, but jeff said the company that did that went through the 'forestry management'.  
ITEM #5 - Other Business – a.)  David Popp had put a new home on the Glasheen Road.  His contractor had done the foundation too close to the road.  After coming to the PB and then the Selectboard, it was agreed to give him a 'Consent Agreement' to allow it to stay.  However, if anything happens to the home, he cannot build it back there.  He was given a $500.00 fine for the ordinance violation.  The deck attached to the home is considered a accessory structure which can be 50' from the road.  Unfortunately for Mr. Popp, it was his contractor that created this problem by not following the ordinances or the paperwork he was given from the CEO.  Jeff said the application forms have now been changed to include all setbacks be listed and they must be signed.
b.)  Calista Vista – Jeff said a lot of the property there is now for sale.  He's not sure who owns the Common Area.  It will go into foreclosure in the next year.  We don't know for sure who has it for sale, but Jeff is going to see if he can find out what the situation is.  They haven't been paying taxes on the Common Area.  Jeff has asked the town attorney to check into what we can do as far as the subdivision since the State doesn't even recognize it as that any longer.  Russell asked what we can do to clear this up, but we really don't have enough information to go on.  As long as it's considered a subdivision, they will have to put in a road, then underground power.  They can't build on the Common Area as it is a wetland and a IF&W deer conservation area.
c.)  Questionable living areas – Not sure what the updates are on the questionable living areas.  Shari got an email from James asking for clarity on the ones in question.  She will forward it to all the members.

ITEM #6– Adjournment –Russell motioned; Dan seconded.  So voted at 7:30 p.m.
